Planning Analysis

The applicant has submitted a conceptual plan showtng the 10.0 acre subject parcel to be divided into
two lots: a 2.0 acre lot and an 8.0 acre lot, which includes the existing house and outbuildings. The
applicant i mends to create a lot fhr a fhmi ly member to build a house as a residence on the property.
Both lots shall use the existing 50’ access easement 11w ingress and egress that connects to Brown
Pleasants Road to the south. ‘l’he minhlmim yard requirements for the new house on this lot are a 60’
front yard, 25’ side yard, and 30’ rear yard. Should this rezoning application be approved, the applicant
must submit a Ilimily division application (hr review and approval that is in substantial conformity
with the pro tiered conceptual plan.

This application for AR—6 zoning for one additional lot is consistent with the Agricultural land use
designation in the Comprehensive Plan and should have little impact to the es ist i ng rural residential
character of the area. The proposed lots are similar in size or larger than others in the area, and a tree
preser’ation pwlfer has been submitted to limit the clearing of’ large trees on the property.

Approval of this request could result in one additional dwelling unit. Schools afiècted are I isted below:

ORDINANCE C-I 1-15(c)

OWNER OF RECORD: CHARLES G. WILLIS

WHEREAS the Planning Commission of Hanover County has held an advertised public

hearing and forwarded this case to the Board of Supervisors with a recommendation of APPROVAL

of the adoption of the following amendment to the Zoning Ordinance and Zoning District Map ol’

Hanover County; and

WI-IEREAS the Board of Supervisors has held public hearings on the 26111 day of August. 2015.

and advertised in the Hanover Herald-Progress once a week for Iwo successive weeks as required by

Virginia Code Section 15.2-2204: and

WI-IEREAS the Board of Supervisors has determined that the public necessity. convenience.

general welfare, and good zoning practices require this amendment.

NOW. THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED by the Board of Supervisors of Hanover
County that the Zoning Ordinance and the Zoning District Map of this County are
amended (with conditions) by the rezoning of the property described as
GPIN 7822-34-20 16. consisting of 10.0± acres located at the terminus of a 50’ access
easement that connects to Brown Pleasants Road (State Route 791) approximately 1.600
feet north of its intersection with Mountain Road (U.S. Route 331. (a detailed description
is liled with the Board’s papers) from A-I. Agricultural District, to AR-6(c). Agricultural
Residential District with conditions, subject to the following conditions which were
proffered by the Applicant on June 15. 2015. and accepted by the Board:

1. Conceptual Plan. The property shall be divided in substantial conformity with the
conceptual plan attached, titled “Willis Rezoning.” dated April 8. 2015. revised
June 15, 2015. and prepared by Charles Willis.

2. Tree Preservation. Existing trees of 5 inch caliper or greater on the Property shall not be
removed with the exception of dead or diseased trees or parts thereof. This shall not
prevent the removal of trees necessary for the construction of improvements, driveways.
drainuields. or drainage facilities.

3. Wetlands Certification. The Owner agrees to submit a wetlands certification for the
property to the Hanover County Department of Public Works for its review and approval
prior to or concurrent with the submission of an application for a Family Division. The
Family Division shall not be approved unless the Department of Public Works approves
the wetlands certification.



4. Perennialitv Study. The Owner agrees to submit a perennialit study for the property to
the Hanover County Department of Public Works for its review and approval prior to or
concurrent with the submission of an application for a Family Division. The Family
Division shall not be approved unless the Department of Public Works approves the
perenniality study

5. Family Division. The property shall only be divided for family. in accordance with
Chapter 25. Article II. Division 5 of the Hanover County Code. The family member to
whom the property was sold or given shall hold title to and reside on the newly created
lot lbr at least three (3) years following the issuance of a Certificate of Occupancy. unless
the lot is the subject of an involuntary transfer caused by foreclosure, death, judicial sale.
condemnation, or bankruptcy.

BE IT FURTHER ORDAINED that this Ordinance is effective on the date of adoption and the

Planning Director is hereby directed to designate the boundaries of the foregoing area as rezoned.
